6. If you are selected to receive a scholarship, it will not be distributed to you until you
provide the Red Robin Foundation with receipts, bills or other documentation regarding
payments for eligible education expenses incurred or due for your current period of
enroliment at an eligible school that equal or exceed the amount of your scholarship.
